Eyelash Crested Gecko
For ages 10 & up with adult supervision

Up to 10” (25cm) long

Arboreal  habitat

Behavior traits

· Omnnivores – eat both animal and plant matter

· Nocturnal – sleep during the day and are active at night

· Variety of colors including grey, orange, purple, pink and brown

· Will likely be very tame creatures with proper gentle handling as young geckos

Additional helpful information

· Always supervise children when interacting with your gecko

· Wait 3-4 days to handle your pet allowing him to adjust to his new surroundings and then handle for short periods of time and never handle by the tail as it can break off

· Do not allow uneaten insects to remain in the habitat overnight

· Remember all pets can bite and/or scratch and may transmit disease to humans.  Keep your pet’s habitat clean and wash hands before and after handling any pet in any way.

· Infants, pregnant women and people with immune system deficiencies are at greater risk for infection or illness and should use extra caution when handling any pet or near the habitat.  Any additional questions should be handled by your physician.  

Nutrition

· Choose a prepared diet made specifically for crested geckos

· Human baby food may also be used with 2 parts fruit (peaches or apricots) and 1 part meat (turkey or chicken)

· Feed the young twice a day, and adults 3-4 times a week offering amounts that can be eaten within 4 hours

· Offer crickets once a week and feed crickets special supplement so they have extra nutrients

· Use a calcium supplement to dust your pet’s food about every other feeding

· Have available a small water dish and change daily for cleanliness

Health
· Symptoms of a healthy African fat-tailed gecko are breathes easily, alert eyes, eats regularly, active behavior, and has well formed droppings every 2-3 days

· Watch for weight loss or less food consumption, swollen limbs, or any discharge…should you notice any of these, contact an experienced Reptile Veterinarian as soon as possible

Habitat and Housing

· Temperatures

1. day – between 75 – 85 degrees F (24 – 29 degrees C)

2. night – between 65 -75 degrees F (18 – 24 degrees C)

3. Use a thermometer at each end of habitat to control temperatures

· Mist habitat twice a day (see product info for CCPet Products Misters**) to maintain humidity level at 50 – 70%.  Use a hygrometer (humidity gauge) to monitor level

· Use a 25 gallon or larger glass terrarium with a screen lid to ensure proper ventilation

· Use artificial or real plants to create climbing, and hiding areas

· Line the habitat with a 2-3” layer of coconut fiber or bark bedding and clean weekly and change bedding at lease once a month
